The adopted areas are
to be cleaned once
every two months in

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High Point
Keep America
Beautiful
to provide:

1. Signs for the streets with
personalized acknowledgment
signs attached.

2. Trash bags, latex gloves
and safety vests for use by the
adopting participants.

3. Removal of trash bags from
adopted street sections.

What we need
from you:

1. A signed agreement to
adopt the street of your choice
after approval by the High
Point Keep America Beautiful.

2. Attend and conduct safety
meetings and pre-cleanup
briefings prior to litter removal.

3. Designate the individual /or-
ganization representative who
will:

a. Serve as liaison between
the group and High Point
Keep America Beautiful.

b. Work with the High Point
Keep America Beautiful
Neighborhoods Committee in
an effort to gather additional
participating for the
Adopt-A-Street program.

4. Adopt at least a two-block

stretch of roadway and main-
tain both sides of the street
every two months.

5. Remove litter during daylight
hours only.

6. Contact High Point Keep
America Beautiful to arrange
an appropriate litter removal
schedule.

7. Contact High Point Keep
America Beautiful to pick up
trash bags, gloves and vests
prior to cleanup. Safety vests
must be returned when activity
is complete.

8. Ensure that all participants
are at least 18 years of age or
that there is proper adult su-
pervision of all volunteers un-
der 18 years of age.

9. Complete clean up report
form and return to High Point
Keep America Beautiful.
