Your child can learn pre-reading
skills from birth!

Look for books with clear and simple pictures.

Choose a good time to read, when you and your
child are relaxed and happy.

Point to pictures. Talk about them in an excited

voice.

Notice what your baby looks at, and then talk
about it.

e [t is natural for
babies to play with
books, even to chew

or tear them.

e  Stop for a while
if your baby loses
interest or gets upset.
A few enjoyable
minutes at a time is
better than a longer

unhappy time together.

e  While you read, make your child
feel loved and special.

e  Share your books with your baby
every day. Even a few minutes are

Stow board
books in your stroller, diaper bag,
can near the high chair, at the
changing table, even at the bath-
tub (waterproof bath books).
